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RACE RULES 
 
 
 
 
Specifications: Outhouses must: 
 
1. Weigh at least 150 pounds (without rider/driver); 
 
2. Be at least 6 feet high from the ground to the highest point on the main body of the 
outhouse (chimneys, flags, signs etc. don’t count); 
 
3. Have  a floor area of at least 9 square feet; 
 
4. Be completely enclosed with an operating door (curtain closure OK); 
 
5. Contain a toilet seat, roll of toilet paper and be able, if required, to be a functional 
outhouse; 
 
6.  Have any number or type of wheels and types of devices for crew members to grasp 
while propelling the outhouse (steering and/or brakes are optional); 
 
8. Be built of any material; 
 
9. Be propelled by human power only; 
 
10. Have an outhouse moon,  the name of the entrant on the sides and other appropriate 
(?) decoration. 
 
Racing Team:  
 
Each team consists of 2 pushers or pullers, a rider/driver, and two alternates (optional). 
Pushers/pullers and alternates must be members of the entrant organization. The 
rider/driver must be at least 14 years old.  All crew members must be  registered by the 
deadline (see below). Teams are encouraged to wear identifying uniforms or costumes. 
 
Racing Format:  
 
Racing begins on Saturday, September 25, 2010 immediately after the parade. The 
race course is California Street starting at Oregon Street and finishing at Third Street in 



Jacksonville. Two outhouses race at a time in double elimination, until all outhouses 
have raced.  
 
Race Rules:  
 
1. All  outhouses and team members, including alternates, must be checked in by 9:00 
a.m. at (place to be determined), Jacksonville, for inspection. Outhouses not meeting 
height and size regulations will be disqualified. Unless other ballast is available, those 
underweight will have sacks of manure added to meet the minimum. 

.  
2. At the starting line no portion of the outhouse (including pullers) may extend over the 
line.  
 
3. Teams must maintain control/contact with their outhouses at all times during the race. 
 
4. Each outhouse must stay in its designated lane for the entire race.  Lane 
encroachment will cause heat disqualification if it interferes with  competitor’s ability to 
race.  
 
5. The first outhouse to reach the finish line wins. 
 
6. In case of a tie, the heat will be re-run.  
 
7. The decisions of the judges are final. 
 
Entry Fee and Deadline:  
 
1. The entry fee is $25 for each outhouse entered. The entry fee pays for event 
expenses, awards, entertainment, insurance and supplies. Any funds remaining after 
expenses will go to the Jacksonville Boosters Club. 
 
3. The deadline to enter is Friday, September 10, 2010. No late entries will be 
allowed. Please mail your check for the entry fee, payable to “Jacksonville Boosters 
Club,” to: Steve Casaleggio, P.O. Box 1411, Jacksonville, OR 97530.
